Squadron 316 and a life
member of Legion Rid-
ers Chapter 316. He at-
tended the National
American Legion Col-

lege in 2000 and was an
instructor in 2001. He
was department com-
mander for Florida from
July 2002 to July 2003,
achieving an all-time-
high in membership. He
served for three years as
the national chairman of
the National and Home-
land Security Commis-
sion. He is married to
the former Liz Robinson
of Thurso, Scotland.
They have three children
and six grandchildren.
